Note: The Lever Extender Plus can be installed in three positions to help with ease of reach for the user and to help
accommodate most recliner levers. If your lever arm sits close to the floor, rotate the Lever Extender to keep it from hitting
the floor. The product comes partially assembled in the Centered position, see the Assembly Positions in the diagram
below.

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1. Remove product from box and identify all parts as shown in FIGURE 1.

2. Without removing the two pre-installed bolts (C) slide A and B between the lever as shown in FIGURE 2.

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3. Using the Assembly Positions diagram above, rotate A to your desired orientation until the holes are aligned with the
holes in B and insert C as shown in FIGURE 3. Tighten C with the tool provided (D) incrementally.
